TOURS AND WORKSHOPS FOR EARLY YEARS AND KEY STAGE |*

Stories with a Princess (led by Costumed Character) (30 mins)

In this interactive workshop the children meet and enjoy a story with a Princess of Warwick,

they learn her role and help her to dress and prepare for an evening party.

Ultimate Kids Tour (30 mins)

Children learn the various areas and functions of the castle, from the ammonites in the Great

TOURS AND WORKSHOPS FOR KEY STAGE

Attack and Defence (45 mins)

Pupils will be introduced to the main defensive structures of Warwick Castle and will learn
methods of attack and how the garrison of the medieval castle would have repelled such
attacks.

Medieval Warwick (led by Costumed Character) (45 mins)

This actor-led workshop will explore the key aspects of medieval castle life, Games and
pastimes, how medieval people dealt with illness, and how they would have trained for

warfare,

The Wives of Henry VIII (45 mins)

Using the waxwork display of Henry and his wives, this interactive workshop introduces

students to one of the greatest and most famous stories in English history.

Norman Warwick 1066-1068 (45 mins)

To the backdrop of a Norman Motte Students will hear stories of the battle of Hastings and
learn how William 1* consolidated his power by building Motte and Bailey castles.

Sword Skills with a Knight (led by Costumed Character) (45 mins)

This highly interactive workshop, students are introduced to a medieval man at arms and

learn the discipline and skills needed to become a successful foot soldier.

Wars of the Roses (45 mins)

Using roleplay students will be introduced to the key players and events which ultimately led
to the destruction of the Plantagenets and the rise of the Tudor dynasty.

Curriculum links:

Ultimate Castle Tour (45 mins)

through to its use as a medieval fortress, a Tudor prison, a Stately home and to its current
role as an education and tourist attraction.
